Examples of How Safe Driving 

Awards Rules are Applied

1. A driver is assigned a qualification date of January 5, 2010.  The driver qualifies for and receives a 2-year award on January 5, 2012.  The driver becomes involved in a preventable accident on February 20, 2012.  As a result of this accident, the driver is assigned a new qualification date of February 21, 2012, and will be working toward a 1-year award.

2. A driver qualifies for and receives a 3-year award on January 5, 2010.  The driver is subsequently involved in preventable accidents on February 20, 2010 and again on August 2, 2010.  Because this driver has established a permanent anniversary date of January 5th, the penalty period of the first accident extends until January 5, 2011 and for the second until January 5, 2012.  The driver must then drive without further involvement in a preventable accident until January 5, 2013, before becoming eligible for a 4-year award.

3. A driver employed by XYZ Trucklines qualifies for and receives a 3-year award on December 1, 2010.  The driver is then laid off for lack of work on December 15, 2001.  On March 15, 2011, the employee was employed as a driver by the Lightning Fast Trux, and worked without involvement in a preventable accident until laid off on October 15, 2011.  On November 1, 2011, this person is employed as a driver for Sooner Than Later Transfer Co.  On March 15, 2012, this driver completes (12) months of driving without involvement in a preventable accident, which takes into account the non-driving time arising out of two layoffs.  After receiving certification of record from previous employers, Sooner Than Later Transfer gives the driver a 4-year safe driving award and establishes the driver’s permanent anniversary date as March 15th on its records.

4. John Doe and James Smith, operating a sleeper cab unit for XYZ Trucklines, pull into a truck stop for dinner.  Mr. Doe is at the wheel and Mr. Smith is off-duty in the sleeper berth.  Mr. Doe parks the unit behind another truck and sets the tractor protection valve in “Emergency.”  Both drivers go inside and when they come out, they find that their unit has rolled forward into the truck ahead, bending its rear bumper and grill, and breaking the headlights on their tractor.  Because Mr. Doe was the last one at the wheel, and because he did not take proper precautions to secure his unit in its parked position, the accident is considered preventable on his part, but has no effect on the record of Mr. Smith.
5. Sally Jones, a driver for Sooner Than Later Transfer Co., received her 2-year safe driving award on August 25, 2010.  One week later, on Labor Day, she was injured in an accident while driving her personal vehicle.  She was permitted to return to non-driving work on September 24, 2010, and was assigned as a dispatcher.  She worked in this capacity until December 26, 2010, when she resumed driving.  She must drive without a preventable accident until December 19, 2011, before she is eligible to receive a 3-year award.  If she receives her 3-year award on that date, December 19th would then become her permanent anniversary date. 
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
