Requirement to Report Violations
All drivers are required to report any and all citations or violations, within 24 hours, to the designated company employee, safety director or manager. In the event that a driver’s license is suspended or revoked, the driver must report such action to the company immediately upon his/her knowledge that the license has been suspended or revoked.

In addition, any violations or “Out-Of-Service” order issued as a result of a roadside inspection by either the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration or any State jurisdiction must be reported to company immediately. A copy of any roadside inspection, citation and/or violation must be turned in to a responsible company official as soon as possible.
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
