(Written policies make your intentions clear to your drivers and serve as another part of your initial orientation training for new drivers. Any policy that you adopt should be made specific to your company. Make any changes as necessary to fit your operation and use this space for your company name or letterhead.)
Speed and Vehicle Control Policy
Driving over the speed limit or driving too fast for conditions, in any jurisdiction, is prohibited by our company policy. 
Speed limits, including minimum limits, are set based upon state/federal rules and by the configuration of the roadway, typical traffic, conditions, bank of curves, and other criteria. Excess speed causes accidents and greatly increases injuries and damages. “Minimum speed” laws on certain Interstate highways are meant to keep vehicles within a range of traffic speeds in order to help avoid collisions with very slow vehicles.

“Speed too fast for conditions” simply means that “conditions, whether it is heavy traffic, inclement weather (snow, ice fog, etc), road conditions (wet, icy, poor roadway surface, etc), speed must be reduced to a safe level, sufficient to control the vehicle, and, if a problem occurs in spite of the reduced speed, the slower speed will reduce the severity of injuries and property damage. 
Speeding is the leading cause of losing control of a vehicle, and, in the resultant severity such as major injuries and fatalities. And, while slow speed accidents can result in fatalities, generally speaking, higher speeds almost always result in major injuries and fatalities because of the forces.

Our company fully expects our drivers to always practice professional driving techniques, to remain alert for other drivers’ errors in driving which might lead to accident involvement and to avert those instances through good defensive driving techniques, and, to drive safely in spite of any adverse conditions. When conditions are severe to the point that driving is unsafe, our drivers must find a safe place to park as soon as possible and refrain from driving until conditions improve sufficiently to continue.


When in doubt, slow down and maintain constant control.
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
